1.0 
Introduction:
 April 2007 period was yet another busy time that saw implementation of project activities as part of 2nd quarter. There has been a tremendous effort to increase voucher sales and improving services at HSP centres. This month, Clinic Africa was added to HSP list thus extending OBA services to Isingiro District. In the same respect, new health personnel at st. Joseph Rubindi HC III, Ruharo Hospital and Hope Clinic were re-oriented about OBA services and guidelines following replacements of the previously trained staff  (i.e. 5 people were trained – 3nursing assistants, a clinical officer  and one lab personnel) 
322 OBA Treatments were registered, 710 vouchers sold and 1,122,050 /= income generated from voucher sales.  Clinic Africa, the new HSP from Isingiro District commenced service on 20th April 2007 in Isingiro District. 2 Radio programmes/.Talk shows were held on Endigyito FM radio station and about 6000 people reached through BCC community sensitizations and health talks. Generally, there was earmarked improvement in voucher sales and resumption of services at various centres that had been affected by the transfer of clinic personnel. At least 2 providers (Angella Dom. Clinic – 664,260/= and Kazo diagnostic – 237,270/=) and 12 HSP paid their arrears to the tune of 10,090,060/=

	Results achieved and successes (including Key observations/  Comments)

	Distribute vouchers to distributors (Target 3 Batches approx. 1000 double i.e. 2000 single vouchers)
	· 355 Double vouchers i.e. 710 single vouchers were sold off through HL Distributors, during BCC Community campaigns, and public market campaigns from the rural communities.

· Towards the end of April, the team developed a voucher sales boosting strategy for the quarter (ref. attachment). There had been seemingly static voucher sales but with its implementation, already there was upward trend realized. It emphasizes using health workers from public health centre, health assistants at the sub-county level and public health campaigns in the far remote communities. Voucher publicity is very realistic and yields sales returns 

	Develop working/ sales agreements with the Distributors  
	· At least 2 new Healthlife voucher distributors were signed up from Isingiro and Ibanda Districts.   This brings the number of total distributors to 70 (ref Table Figure 2. above). 
· There is need for sales promotional materials to increase motivation of distributors and publicity of voucher for more sales. Incentives like caps and T-shirts should be printed for distributors for visibility. 

	BCC – Community Sensitisation on STD and Project (ref Details in BCC Strategies/ August Plans – at least reach 15 communities, approx 7500people)

	· 8 BCC Community Sensitisation Campaigns and STI Health talks were conducted and approximately 6000 people reached. The Health Talks targeted organizations i.e. TASO and ISS Clinic MUST – clients during their meeting days at the Hospital  

· Isingiro District communities were high on the agenda though the community activities were affected by BCC van, when it was taken to Kampala for fixing the audio visual equipment. 

· There was positive response of the community sessions resulting into clients approaching Clinic Africa (new HSP there) for treatment.

	Develop BCC – IEC Materials – Drama skit on Stigma & Info Packs

	· About 1000 STD Brochures were distributed during BCC sessions, and market sessions. 

· Since there many children who attend BCC session, more simplified versions of IEC materials could be designed for them. (Simple posters with illustrations)

	Discussing with NGO & CBOs (At least 5 Organizations targeted i.e. 4 women groups & 1 LNGO) + Developing working agreement with partners – NGO/ CBO, etc
	· FAOC a local NGO was re-contacted to explore ways of reaching their group orphans and youth in Isingiro District. It seems their communities are quite distant from the treatment centres and until an out reach programme is designed it may be quite difficult for their target group to access services.

·  This area is still very challenging; most CSOs are still dependant and would need support instead of participating in voucher sales.

	Develop working agreements with Media Houses –  Vision Radio & Hold Radio Programmes – Talk shows/ Programmes

	· 2 Radio Programmes were held on Radio Ndigyito FM Station, this time featuring OBA beneficiaries and HPS to promote the service and its benefits to the community.
· More programme adverts and announcements were designed and ran across both Radio west and Ndigyito Stations and according to feedback from the community, people listen to them all hence awareness has increased. 
·  

	Enter distribution and Claims information and generate payment reports for Health providers, 
	· The 11 th Payment Advice WHAT IS PAYMENT ADVICE? was duly generated, where by  2 out 8 HSP were paid to the tune of 901,980/= 
· A total of 285 were processed out of 322 claims that had been submitted in April. The rest will soon be process by 15 May 2007.  

	Carry out Supervisory Support Visits to Providers
	· The Medical advisor – Esther together with the PC conducted supervisory support visits to 14 providers where they observed, relative improvement in service provision and form filling. Zzimbe Clinic and Rushere Community Hospital didn’t submit the form and Dr Mbazira from Zzimbe clinic could not be reached neither at the clinic nor by phone. 
· There was re-orientation of staffs at Hope clinic, Ruharo Mission Hospital and St Joseph Rubindi HC III on OBA treatment guideline and form filling after the trained staff left the centres. 

· From observation, the lab part desires more technical inputs especially on carrying our HVS tests among female clients. Most technicians can’t adequately handle HSV ONLY OR ANY TEST?. This should urgently be addressed to increase on the capacity of lab personnel. 
· CME was given continuously both on site and by phone especially during the vetting of claim forms.

· There was a serious campaign done this month to encourage all providers to submit in their forms for purposes of processing their payments, registering treatments carried out, and limiting backlogs         

	· Carry out Orientation and finalize approval of HSP in Isingiro District – Clinic Africa
	· Clinic Africa was commissioned on 20th April and commenced delivering services.

·  The clinic was visited to check on progress in service provision and they are fairly doing well based on submitted claim forms.   

	Institutional Development, Admin and Human Resource

	Institutional, external relations and management/ Admin.
	· The region was calm and with rains in most parts of the area. People from Kamwenge and Kasese Districts continue to phone in to demand for OBA services in their areas especially after listening to radio talk shows.
· One member of staff (new – Moureen Turyabe) joined the team as Assistant Admin/ Accountant and cover up our reception.

· The new BCC Equipment were fixed on OBA van  
· The Office ran normally without significant challenges though one bike again broke down.  
· A team of three (Richard, Ana Mary & Esther) participated in Steadman Mystery Survey dissemination meeting at head office – Kampala
