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1.0 
Introduction:
August was yet another busy period that witnessed number project activities undertaken. Significantly, all current providers (17) underwent a refresher training, radio talk shows commenced, BCC community sensitisation campaigns extended to less privileged communities and 3 new providers signed to provide treatment services under OBA project. There was however delays in paying claim reimbursements for providers. At least 2 batches of vouchers (Batch # 6 & 7) equivalent of 600 double voucher and thus 1200 were sold out. 10 new distributors were signed to sell voucher, currently totaling to 54 Distributors. 
7 Batches consisting 2100 double vouchers and thus 4200 vouchers, had been deposited in the market and by 30th August, the project had registered 2051 (i.e. approx. 10% of OBA project target) treatments evidenced by claims submitted for reimbursement from service providers.

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Overall August was productive, registering compliance to system and learning phase to the providers and distributors. The team received more questions for clarity from the field. The Project coordinator on average received 7 telephone calls a day from providers, some administrative and others technical.  

The best distributor has so far sold 495 double vouchers, asked why such high sales?  
“………you know I was meant to provide such STD services BUT now people come to me especially the poor, those who cant afford my treatment here, then I advise them to buy the voucher ……….., to go and receive the treatment at centres with health life sign….. “ 
ms. Louis Kaboine Kellen narrated her experience.
On 25th August, A quick exit interview/ discussion was held with a couple who had received treatment from Angella domiciliary Clinic, Rubindi narrated their story of benefiting from the project.

“ ………. Ogwo nomulundi gwakabiri, ahanyuma yebiro musanju, okulaguza ahirwariro rya omusawo Angella. Tutula netutina okwiza okuraguza ebizubu betu ebyendwara zetu ahabwokuba netuba tuteine sente.  Tukahurira programme egyi twasarawo okwiza twena…… omusijja wangye akaba atura naraguriza a hidwariro erya government, tuba netubagana emibazi, aka atura nagiha omu irwariro……… nobasa kushanga nekyo kyabeire nekituretera obutakyira…. Aha a programme egyi twena, buryome akatunga okuragurizibwa okweye nemibazi eyeye…..na abwekyo kitutwarire e Sunday emwe yonka okukira…… kati omusaho atugambire okugaruka okutukyebera eshagama ogundi omurundi, okeureba oba obukooko buwiremu omu mubiri….. tukaba tutarikumanya programme egyi obuyatandika , obwokuba tukaba twine obuzibwo obu okuruga omwaka ogwe 2002…… mazima hati tuyine obusingye omumagara geitu…….”   
“ ……… this is the 2nd visit (1st follow up visit) after 7 days of treatment from Angela’s clinic. We used to fear to come for treat our problem because of money. When had on the radio, this programme we planned to come together. …. He used to treat at the government centre and we shared drugs he ever brought from the unit… may be that is why we could get healed….. here in the programme we both had separate drugs and it has taken one week only to recover……. The doctor – basawo told us to come and check again our blood to see if the germs are gone………. We didn’t know when the programme started, we have had this problem since 2002……….., we are happy…..”  a confident couple narrated.

2.0 Progress towards the Planned activities in the period under review:

	Distribute vouchers to distributors (Target 3 Batches approx. 1000 double -2000 vouchers)
	· At least 600 double vouchers i.e. 1200 vouchers were sold through approved distribution outreaches.

· Vouchers lacked inserts with info on providers, more inserts needs to be printed. 

· It was realized many distributors were not medical personnel and thus could not provide relevant information to voucher buyers. This hence calls for orientation/ training to expose them on STD information. 
· A One day training thus been planned for early September to equip distributor with marketing skill and STD knowledge 

· There were also complaints that distributors were misleading OBA beneficiaries on how to access treatment and some times selling more than one to individuals. This immediately addressed.
· Voucher receipt books were produced and distributed to distributor. At least 35 receipt books were delivered to distributors.

· The best distributor has so far sold ***** vouchers, asked why such high sales?  “………you know I was meant to provide services BUT now people come to me especially the poor, those who cant afford my treatment here, then I advise them to buy the voucher ……….., … go and receive the treatment at centres with health life sign….. “ ms. ****** narrated his experience. 

	Develop working/ sales agreements with the Distributors  (At least 24 targeted) 
	· Only 10 distributors were signed up. Others reached were still hesitant to join the scheme. About 20 were contacted across the region.
· In next month new areas where new providers will be targeted. Some claim that there is little profit margin while others prefer credit like in typical agent transactions

· Areas like Sanga, Isingiro, Rwampara, Rubindi will be targeted for September. 

· The Sales team would require more marketing skills and the support from MSIU sales executive will highly be appreciated.
· Incentives (like T-shirts/ Caps/ aprons, etc) could still be introduced to attract more distributors.

	Erect Project Health life sign post for Providers as identification signs to the public 
      
	· The exercise was held successfully. 3 Signposts for providers were fixed - Wilfam, Family planning Association of Uganda – STD Clinic & St Joseph Rubindi HC III as new providers.

· The office however still lacks a main sign post for identification to the public, the distributors and providers 

	Print more Health Life Vouchers (for Sept. & 4th Quarter 20 batches – 6000 vouchers)
	· Micro care was meant to do the printing. 7 batches out of 9 have been distributed already on market. The balance 2batches will soon be on market. 

· While printing extra care should be put on barcode number placement at the right position to avoid fading effects 

· Expiry date stamp (valid up to 31st March 2007) was developed and stamped on all 6 & 7th Batch vouchers, effectively mid August 2006. 

· Providers info inserts were however not readily available to be fixed.  

	BCC – Community Sensitisation on STD and Project (ref Details in BCC Strategies/ August Plans – at least reach 15 communities, approx 7500people)
	· 4 Community sensitisation sessions were held where approximately 2000 people were reached. The planned sessions were later affected by the return of the MOH van.  
· Remarkably was the Makenke Army barrack sensitisation campaign that attracted UPDF office and men. They seem to have benefited a lot from the session basing on the questions they were asking. Many would be interested to access treatment for STD. They are yet to identify a distributor within the barracks. The PC and BCC facilitated the session.
· The UPDF Medical officer in charge of Health, Captain Dr Katumba acknowledged the session saying; 

“………….. we have long had none of such health education talks! ……. This gives an opportunity to assemble all these fellows to listen and ask question pertaining their health…. Indeed many are sick and suffering there quietly….. some times we lack sufficient drugs, and the OBA scheme would provide them a chance to access STD treatment at centres of their choice……. Its true many are sick – infected with STDs and their families especially their women. The affordability issue is also a hindrance…….. but we shall work with in the project help out….”  He commented after the BCC session  

	Develop BCC – IEC Materials – Drama skit on stigma & Info Packs
	· The skit was not developed as the group could not be reached.
· More literature related to STDs were secured by BCC and she went to HO for further development of materials - educational leaflets/ pamphlets for further campaigns, with BCC specialist.  

	Discussing with NGO & CBOs (At least 5 Organizations targeted i.e 4 women groups & 1 LNGO) + Developing working agreement with partners – NGO/ CBO, etc
	· The five organizations were identified and initial contacts made by BCC officer. (3youth Groups and 2 women Group) A programme to meet them was developed but not implemented since BCC went to HO for IEC material development.

· Discussions were held FPAU to double as a Provider and Distributor through their community structures. A decision on this will soon be made after meeting the community group attached to FPAU. TORs in this respect will be developed and sold to the group.

	Develop working agreements with Media Houses – Radio west, Vision Radio & Ndigito FM.
Start Radio Programmes – Talk shows and programme announcements
	· An 3 months Memorandum of Understanding was developed and signed between OBA project and Ndigito FM Radio on for talk shows and  airing out bonanza (message adverts read out regularly) over the radio. One hour Talk show was held this month on Wed 16th August 2006 and 24 Bonanzas were ran in the course of August informing the public about the OBA project services, both in Runyankole and English. For the period of 3 months (August – October) 3 one hour talk shows will be held and 96 Bonanzas produced and aired out. Payments for the programmes will be monthly. 

· The talk show had a significant impact on the public and if information is consistent, then the public and the target groups are likely to respond positively

· MOU to provide media services for Radio west and Vision are already underway. Signing will be done by the 1st week of September 2006. The Marketing departments for the two stations dragged the process.

	· The one day Training was successfully held at Rwizi Hotel Mbarara. It was a timely training that equipped providers with more knowledge and skills of effective participation in the OBA project. It was facilitated by Dr Francis MUST, Dr Mulindwa F MOH Kampala and Richard Project Coordinator & Joseph Data Entry Supervisor (MSIU – OBA project). The PD and MM from MSIU head office provided support. (ref . for details in the Training Report)
· 51people participated in the training. (ref appended attendance list) 

	Complete Geographical, Providers, Distributors data entries, and upgrading anti virus soft wares.
	· The exercise was completed. All the 44 Distributors were entered in the system, and at least 12 out of 15 Providers also entered. Some providers hadn’t been fully filled because some fields were incomplete i.e. lack of Bank Account details.

· BCC officer was sent to Head office for IEC material development task with the BCC specialist.

· The secured 2nd hand copier has not yet been repaired to facilitate photocopying

· Project digital and video cameras were secured.
·  The Project Hosted the MSI – UK consultant (Henrietta search) who interacted with staff on project issues mainly. She was impressed with project progress.

· The Project Coordinator briefly hosted the Medical Associate ‘ENGENDER HEALTH” – ACQUIRE project based in USA, Washington DC (Ms Betty L Farrerri). She was happy to learn about OBA concept, and promised to follow up through the Ugandan programme office   
· The MOH audio visual van returned to Kampala on 16th August 2006. The team had a send off/ get together evening with the ministry driver (Mr. Benon Baguma), acknowledging his support to the project.

· There were weekly team review meeting held on Mondays (3 meetings were held (ref. Minute file) The meetings reviews operational progress and reflection and feed back by the different offices , BCC, Sales, Finance and Admin, PC and any other issue.
· Head Office provided supervisory support through PD, MM, and AM 
· Some bike protective gear were secured for Boaz – helmet and gloves for both

· Delays in processing of paying for providers reimbursement is still a big issue for confidence building in the institution MSIU
