Introduction:

Ovember was yet another exiting period where the Project re-gained momentum after the mid November general payments of the HSP. More CME was extended to HSP through supervision and confidence building visits that were done with support of Head Office and MOH officials. A general Technical review meeting was held in Kampala in Ministry of Health chaired by Dr Madra – Director STD/I – AIDS Control Project (Ref. Meeting Minutes & OBA Technical Brief by the Project Medical Advisors).   In this respect, a joint meeting was held at Lake View Hotel that highlighted critical issues that are currently affecting health service provision.   From the providers point if views, they expressed that the pilot needed more time to effectively orient HSPs
“……… your visit was long over due. We experienced big problems here ……. You are holding our money but you never properly  oriented us into the project…… in fact this period (July – September 2006) should have been “the pilot in the pilot”  …. the project needs to clear the payments in the pilot phase of the pilot with minimal errors ………” Dr Mbazira of Zzimbe Clinic – Biharwe Mbarara observed. 
O
n the whole, November was a  fair month where core partners in the project (HSP) were reached. The Medical Advisors participated in the review of entered claims. 16 Service providers were paid to the tune of 15,898,070/= There were a few challenges encountered especially repulsing of OBA beneficiaries from the treatment centres. The concerned HSP were talked to and this will improve. The Medical Advisors and Project coordinator received Hot line phones to provide timely responses and technical support to HSP. This is hoped to minimize such problems. One provider – Busingye Clinic dropped out despite efforts to discuss his grievances in his health service provision

“……… I am personally impressed by the meeting and the deliberations over the issues that were affecting the success of the project. …… I am also hope full that every body will play his role very well to minimize unnecessary delays …. We should not compromise our professional ethics for the sake of doing wrong things to benefit from the project ….  To the project, there should be constant interaction with HSP and the ministry if the issues are beyond … there should be two way feedback and communications …….  We must succeed in this pilot ……………”
