1.0 
Introduction:
O

ctober was a low period largely affected by delayed payment of Service providers. Despite these delays, a number of project activities were undertaken and particularly the ushering in of the OBA van boosted the BCC Community sensitisation activities. More success was registered with the radio talk shows which have motivated communities to treat. High turn up was recorded in; Rushere community Hospital , MSU Clinic, Angella Dormiciliary Clinic and to Ibanda providers who unfortunately had stopped the service . 

“……… you people when you go to the Radios stations, you cause us problems…..!!! Patients flock our clinics and with many demands, ……………just quicken your payment processes to enable us stock relevant drugs….” As narrated by Ms Angella Kyakabale (Angella domiciliary Clinic – Rubindi)

I

n the course of October; I016 Health life vouchers were sold, 581 patients treated, 2 Healthlife Voucher distributors were oriented and signed and 10 service providers visited and technically supported from the field. Internally the 2nd and 3rd payment claims were reviewed by the medical advisors and excel summery reports generated. There were a few challenges encountered but significantly delays in payment of service providers that did not only affect the service but also responsible for the low voucher sales turn over. There is need to streamline the payment process to build confidence, that the system could really work. Some of the issues were discussed in a joint meeting with project Medical Advisors

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Generally October continued to register low Healthlife voucher sales, treatment went down and some providers stopped treatment.
