1.0 
Introduction:
September marked an end to the 3rd Quarter (July – September) in the project cycle for 2006. A number of project activities undertaken but most of the planned activities for the period were significantly affected by delayed payment of service providers. Successes were however registered in payment of at least 10 service providers who were paid for July and August claims, 29 Healthlife Voucher distributors were oriented in a one day seminar, 10 service providers were visited and technically supported,,and 5 new Healthlife voucher distributors signed 

Internally 2 sales men were trained with new marketing skills, 2 project medical advisors identified to backup  the project, and several IEC materials developed to boost BCC community campaigns. 2 Radio Talk shows were held on Radio West and Ndigito FM Stations. A management meeting was held on 8th September in Kampala. The DDHS Isingiro District was contacted to identify new providers in Isingiro District 
 1.5  batches of vouchers (Batch # 8 & 9) equivalent of 443 double vouchers and thus 886 were sold out. UShs 1,172,700/= was received as income from Healthlife Voucher sales.  644 were reported treated at service providers centre points  
 (Figure 1 Shows current No. of Providers under OBA Project- September 2006):
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 (Figure 2 Shows current No. of Distributors as of September 2006): 
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On the whole September registered low Healthlife voucher sales, treatment went down and some providers halted treatment but towards the end the situation was rectified. Some payments of providers claims (July and part of August) were effected and the situation normalized. The trained distributors testified confidence to educate and handle OBA voucher customers effectively. One of the participants had this to say;  

“………… thanks to the organizers of the seminar, …. you have given us real skill to defend the voucher …… I now know the voucher will go…. We shall be ale to explain without fear…….” A confident Distributor from Rubindi remarked
